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ZONING RESQUTION HISTORY

SPRINGFIELD TOWNSHIP, RICHLAND COUNTY, OHIO

WHEREAS, a petition as presented todlBoard of Truges of Springéild Township on July

16, 1955 requesting said Board to proceed with township zoning under Section 519.01-519-99 of
the Ohio Revised Code, which petition was signed by a number of qualified voters resitiang
unincorporated area of Springfield Township equal to not less than eight percent (8%) of the total
vote cast at the last preceding general election at which a Gowars@lected, and

WHEREAS, on said datée Board of Trstees of Springéld Township dedred its intent to

proceed with the adoption of a zoning Resolution, and did on said date pass a Resolution creating
and establishinthe Springfield ®wnship Zoning Gmmission, composeaf five members,

to-wit: John Mabee,.LL. RinehartCleo Taylor John Leppo anddtl Sloan, all beigp residents

of the unincorporated area of Springfield Township, and

WHEREAS, said Zoning Commission held numerous meetings open to the public; made studies
of the entire area of Springfield Township, ascertained that no courggional planning

commission was in existence in Richland County; proposed a plan of zoning for the entire
unincorporated area of Springfield Township; held a public hearing on September 9, 1955, after
giving notice by publication on August 5, 1955, in the Mansfield News Journal of Mansfield,

Ohio, such being a rewspaper of geneal circulation in Spingfield Township, Richland County,

Ohio; and has submitted said zoning plan including both text and maps to the Township Trustees
representing the recommendations of said Springfield Township Zoning Commission for the
Zoning of the entire unincorporated area of Springfield Township, and

WHEREAS, said Board of Township Trustees held a Public Hearing on said zoning plan on the
14th day of October 1955 after giving notice afldeearing by publication on September 13,

1955 in the Mansfield News Journal of Mansfield, Ohio, such being a newspaper of general
circulation in Springfield Township, Richland County, Ohio, and

WHEREAS, said Board of Township Trustees has fully and carefoiigidered said zoning
plan as recommeied by the Sprgfield Townshp Zoning Commissioand approves ish
zoning plan, inclding both the text ahmaps:

ARTICLE |
TITLE, AUTHORIZATION, PURPOSE
SECTION 100 TITLE

A Resolution enacted pursuant to Chapter 519, Revised Code of Ohio, and governing the use of
land within the uninarporated aresaof Springfield ®wnship, Richland Qmty, and in

accordance with a comprehensive plan to regulate the location, height, bulk, nusibgesf

and size of buildirgy and other strtres, includindents, cabins anddiler coachg,

percentages of lot areas which may baupeed, setback lines, size of yards, courts and other

open spaces, tlensity of ppulation, the used buildings and otér structures inading tents,

cabins and trailer coaches and the uses of land for trade, indesitdgnces, recreation or other
purposes.

SECTION 100.1 STATEMENT OF IEGISLATIVE PURPOSE

Springfield Township serves primarily as a rural antcatjural community in Richland County.
However, the Township is now and will in the future experience the demand for urban
development, including residential, commercial and industrial development. It is essential to the
well-being of Springfield Township that such development shall take place in an @mkrly
coordinated manner.

To effectively cope with the existing conditions and problems, and those that will arise in the
future, it is necessary to employ uégory measures that are geared to the situation of todhy
can be effectely used to gide future desions.

For the above stated reasons and in the interests of public health, sdfetyrals, this Zoning
Resolution was developed.

SECTION 100.2 SHORTTITLE

This Resolution shall be known as the "Zoning Resolution of Springfield Township, Richland
County, Ohio."



ARTICLE Il

CONSTRUCTION OF LANGUAGE AND DEFINITIONS

The word "shall" is always mandatagd not discretionary. The word "may "should"
is permissive.

Words used in the present tense shall include the future; and words used in the singular
number shall inclde the plural, anthe plural the singar, unless theontext clearly
indicates the cortrary.

The phrase "used for" includes "arranged, fatesigned for", "intended for", "maintained
for", or "occupied for".

Unless the context clearly indicates the confrathere a regulation involves two or more
items, conditionsprovisions, or evestconnected by the conjunction tn"or",
"either/or",the conjunction shigbe interpreteds follows:

a. "And" indicates that all conneetl items, conditias) provisions or eves shall
apply.
b. "Or" indicates that the connected items, conditions, provisions or events may

apply singly or in combination.

C. "Either/or" irdicates that theominected itemsonditions, provisios or events
shall apply single but not in combination.

Terms not hereinedined shall havéhe meaning ctismarily asgned to them.



SECTION 200.1 DEFINITIONS

Accessory Use:

Any activities carried on in gesidential or agculture distrie¢ which are incidetal,
subordinate and customarily carried on in a residence in addition to the puseanf/the
premises as dwelling.

This shall include activities which are in the nature of a hobby oratemmeand not
carried on with the intent to make a profit for the land occupant. It shall also include
activities related to the occupant's employment off premises thatcasi@wlly carried
on in the premises. Such activities shall not be deemed a home occupation.

Accessory Uses shall include:

a.

Residential accommodations for servants, caretakers, or night watchmen in any
use district.

Swimming pools, tams courts and otheecreationlfacilities.

Off-street loading and parking facilities and the storageoélg used, produced
or offered for sale shall be deemed accessseg in business or industrial
distri cts only.

Garage or other casual sales of personal propledtybe considered an accessory
use so long as they are held no more frequémly three times a year and for no
longer than theedays edctime. The advésing restrictios contained in this
section shall notpply to such das.

The storage of motor vehicles, trailers, recreational vehicles or boats owned by
residents of therpmises only Storage of anguch items for noresidents

whether or 1ot a fee is chrged, shalbe deemed a Isiness use All such gorage
shall be no closéo the road than thminimum front yard setback regrements

of Section 406.

Accessoryses shall includine keeping ofalys, cats, or fan animals, but shial

not allow the keeping of dangerous exotic animals or other dangerous animals.
Dangerous animals are those that are likely to inflict imudyarm, such as but

not limited to lions, tigrs, leopards,gmthers, cougs, bobcats, bes, wolves,
foxes, apes, giblas, poisonous oranstrictor snake crocodiles andlligators.

Any activity which is the subject of amylvertising including, but not limited to,
newspaper, magazine, radio, television, poster, billboard, handbills, direct



mailing, year books or other publications shall not be deemed to be asaygce
use.

No zoning permit shall be required to engage in an accessery
h. Rooftop solar powecollection sgtems are permiteuses in anglistrict.

I. Rooftop wind turbines intended to reduce consumption of electrical utility power
are permitted usan any disict.

Accessory Building

A building locatd on propertyunder common owmghip which is segualary in
importane to the mai building, including but not limited to detached garagestorage
buildings, sheds and barns. Accessory buildings shall comihiythe requirements of
Section 406.

Agriculture

Is the use of land for farming purposes including dagyypasturage, apiculture,
floriculture, horticulture, viticulture, animal and poultry husbandnd the necessary
accessory uses for packing, treatimigstoring of produce, provided the operations of
such accessonse shall be secdary to thabf the normal agcultural activties. A use
shall be classified as farming or agriculture only if it is the prihc@penain use of the
land.

Alley:

Is a public right-of-way whit affords only a secondanyeans of access to abutting
property and not intended for general icairculation.

Alteration
Any charge, aldition, dteration, or rearangement in construction or type d occupancy,

or change in thstructural partsf a building sug as walks, windowgatrtitions,
columns, girders, or the moving from one location or position to another.

Apartment
Same as a "Multiple FanyilDwelling".

When a
structure is separated by a fire wall, each suparaged portion shall be deemed a
separate buildon A "buildind' shall not includesuch structuressaillboards, feres,

radio towers, water towers, smoke stacks, grain elevators, coal bunkers, or similar
structures with interior spaces not normally accessible for human use.

Building Heidnt:

Is the vertical distance measured from the established grade tohtbstlugint of the
roof surface for flat roofs; to the deck line of a mansard roof, and to the eVveright
between eavesd the ridge linef a gable, hipor gambrel roof Where a buildings
located on sloping terrain or the side of a hill, the height may bsumesbfrom the
average elation of the finisbd grade at thieuilding wall.

Building Line:

Is a line defining the minimum front, side and reandysetback requirements in which no
building or structure may be located, except as otherwise provided. here

Is where individual lots are connected to common seweragetmilegstem and
treatment plant facilities whether publicly or privatelyned.

Is a building designed exclusively for one or entamilies living independently of each
other and whenamstructed inclues the assembbf materials or mducts comprisingll
or part of a totalteucture, therey making tle structure selufficient, or abstantially
self-sufficient, which when installed constitutes a structure or part of a structure,
providing such deslopment complgwith the procedes for accepbility of theOhio
Basic Building Code.

d. Three Bedroonnit: Is a dwelling unit wherein for each room in addition to the
three (3) rooms permitted for a two bedroom unit, there shall be provided an
additional areaf two hundred (20) square feebtthe minimum floor r@a of six
hundred fifty (650) square feet.

Built, constructed, altered, reconstructed, moved upon, or asyjcphgperations on the
premises which are required for construction. Excavation, fill drainage, and the like,
shall be considered a part of erection.

Excavation:

Includes any breaking ground, except common household gardening and ground care.
Family:

One or more persons living together as a unit and relatbbbbg, marriage or adoption
including children under foster care.

Floor Area, Goss:

Is the sum ofhie gross horontal aras of the sesral floorsof a building or buildngs

measured from the exterior of walls or the center line of walls separating two (2)

buildings. In particular, the floor area includes: basement spacepelsivafts or

stairwells; floorspace for mecinécal equipment,gnthouses, baloges, mezzanines,

enclosed porches, attic floor space providing structural head room of seven feet six inches
(7' 6"), open porches, terraces and breezewalyere more than fifty (50%) percent of

the perimeter of such terrace, breezemagpen porch is enclosed.

Floor Area, Usable:

For the purposes of computing parking the "Usable Floor Asadefined as that area

used for or intended to be used for the sale of merchandise or services, or for use to serve
patrons, clients, patients or customers. Such floor area which is used or intended to be
used principally for the storage of processingiefchandise, hallways, or for utilities or
sanitary facilities shall be excluded from the computation of "Usable Floot.Area
Measurement of "Usable Floor Area" shall be the sum of the horizontal areas of the
several floorsfothe building, masured from thex¢erior walls.

Garage, Private:

Is an accessory building or portion aiain building, enclosed on all sides and designed
or used for the storage of motor driven vehicles, boats and similar vehicles owned and
used by the ocquants of tle building.

Garage, Service Repair:

A place where the following services may beried out: general repair, engine
rebuilding, sale of engine fuels, rebuilding or reconditioning of motor vehicles, collision

service, such as body, frame or fender dttaigng and repair; overall painting and
undercoating foautomobiles.

Gasoline Service Station:

Is any area of land, includirany structure or structures thereon, that is used or designed
to be used for the supply of gasoline or oil or other fuel for the propulsion of motor
vehicles. For th purpose of this Relution, there shicbe deemed to bad¢luded within

this term ay area or structre used or dsigned to b used for gresing, polshing,

washing, spragg or otherwis&leaning or seicing such motovehicles.

Grade:

Is the ground elevation established for the purpose of reguthéngumber of stories and
height of a building. The building grade shall be the level of the grounckadja the
walls of the building if the finished grade is level. If the ground is not enteedy, the
grade shall be determined by computing theamgeselevation of the ground for each face
of the building, ad taking the medn of said total aarages.

Greenbelt:

An open landscaped area free of buildings and structures and maintained with permane
plant materials.

Home Occupation:

Any activity carried on within a s&dential or agricultural district with the purpose and
intent to make a pfit through the ale of goods oresvices, whetheor not a profit isin

fact, made. Such occupation must be incidental to and subordinate in importance to the
use of the premisdor residentigburposes.

An activity which meets the digition of a Home Ocupation shall bellawed as a
permitted use in the agriculture or any residential district within this township provided
each of the follwing criteria a present:

a. The activityis carried on copletely withn a dwelling unit;

b. It is incidertal and subrdinate b the primay use of the premses as a dwkng;

C. It does not ivolve the enployment of naresidens of the dwding;

d. No materials or stock in trade are stored outside of the dwelling or accessory
buildings;

e. No modification of the external parts of the building shall be permitted,;
f. A single, unlit sign of no greater than six (6) square feet shall be permitted;

g. Any garage on the premises nimyused provided such use does not preclude the
storage therein of the number of motor vehicles for which it was designed.

No zoning permit shall be required for a home occupation.

Junk Yard:

Is the use of any of the arefhany lot, outside a building where waste, used or
secondhand materials are bought and sold, exchanged, stored, baled, packed,
disassembled, oahdled includingbut not limited to: gap iron and othranetals,
paper, ragsubber tires, bottke and junked, dism#ed or wreckeé automobiles or p&s

thereof.

Kennel, Commerai:

Is any lot or premises on which three (3) or nawgs, cats or other household pets are
either permanently or temporarliparded. Kennel shall also include any lot or premises
where household pets are bred and sold.

Loading Space:

An off-street space outside the street right-of-aag on the same lot with a building, or
group of buildings, for the temporary parkingpopfommercial vehicle while loading and
unloading mettandise, matersand goods.

Lot:

Is a parcel of land occupied or capable of bewgupied by one or more buildings and

the accessory buildings or uses customardidental to it, together with such yards, and
open spaces as are required under the provisions of this Resolution. A lot maynhot may
be specificallydesignated asish on public reards.

Lot Area:

The total horizontaarea within thedt lines of the lot.

Lot, Corner:

Is a lot at the point of intersection of and abutting on two or more intersecting streets, the

angle of intersction not beingnore than one huretd and thirtyfive (135) decges.

As used in this Resolution, they are U.S. Route 30, State Routes 39, 309 and 314, and
Lexington-Springmill Road.

Minimum Building Setback Line:

Is a line between the front and rear lot line and parallel to the stigedfig/ay line as
required by the minimum front yard depth in the district in which it is stated.

Minimum Living Floor Area:

For the purposes of computing the minimum allowable floor area in a residential dwelling
unit, the sum of the horizontal areas of each story of the building shall be measowed fr
the exterior faces of the exterior walls or from the center line of walls separating two
buildings. The floor area measurement is exclusive of areas devoted to basements,
unfinished atticsattached gages, breezeays, and erlosed and unelased porches.

Mobile Home, hdependent:

A transportablewelling unit suitale for yearound occupacy and cotaining the same

water supply, waste disposal and electrical conveniences as in immobile housing. The
removal of wheels, frame, and/or other equipment used in transporting said mobile home,
and/or placement on a permanent foundation such as blocks, poured concrete or other
materials used in permanent foundations shall not be cause for reclassification to that of a
permanent or immobile home.

In no event shall a mobile home, also referred to as a trailer, traitdr, ¢aevel trailer,
motor home or tragr house be cortl@red as a permant, immobile homeyor shall said
use be permitted iany zone as permanent dwehig unit.

Motel:

Is a series adittached, senattached or dethed rental unitsontaining a beroom,
bathroom and closet space. The units shall provide for overnight lodging and r&e offe
to the public for compensation and shall cater primarily to the public travelimptoy
vehicle.

Nonconforming bt:

Is a lot lawflly existing & the effective dte of this Resolutrg or amendmentséheto

Reeational vehies shall
include travel tilers, tent canmgrs, truck camps and motor homes.

Sign:

Is any card, cloth, paper, metalimtad glass, wood, plaster, stone, or other sign of any
kind or charactewhatsoever whh shall be used tattract attentio to any objet,

product, place, activity, person, institution, organization, or business. The term "place"
shall include erectig, construang, postng, paintirg, printing, tacking, naling, gluing,
stacking, carrying, or fastenimg making visible in any manner whatsoever.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

SECTION 600 SCOPE OF THE ZONING RESOLUDN

The provisions of this Zoning Resolution shall apply to all land in the unincorporated part of
Springfield Towship, Richland CounfyOhio, and no buildgnor structure ropart thereofshall

be erected, converted, reconstructed or structualilyed, nor shall any building or land be used,
designed, or arranged for aoyrpose, except in conformity with the provision of this Resolu-
tion. Only use specificallyauthorized byhis Resolution shalldbpermitted. Anyise not so
authorized shall not be allowed except as hereinafter expressly provided.

SECTION 600.1 NONCONFORMING LOTS, NONCONFORMIG USES OF LAND
AND NONCONFORMING STRUCTURES

1. Purpose:

The purpose of this Section is to provide for the eventual and equitable elimination of
nonconforming lots, nonconforming uses of land and nonconforming structures which do
not conform to the provisions of this Resolution, but which were in operation prior to the
enactment of this Resolution. Nonconforming lots, uses and structures are declared to be
incompatible with the permitted uses in the district involved.

2. Nonconforming Usemtent:

Within the districts established by this Resolution or amendments that may later be
adopted, therexest lots, uses of landfructures, andses of structuseand land in
combination which were lawful before this Resolution was passed or its present
amendments adopted, but which would be prohibited, regulated, or restricted under the
terms of this Resolian or amendmentdt is the intent bthis Resolution to penit these
nonconformities ta@ontinue until theyre removed, lhunot to encouragtheir survival.

3. Incompatibilty of Noncoffiormities:

Nonconformities are declared by this Resolution to be incompatible with permitted uses
in the districts in which such use is located. A nonconforming use of land, or a noncon-
forming use of a structure and land in combination shall not be extended or enlarged
more than ten (10) percent. However, a nonconforming use which is more consistent
with the current zoning may be substituted for an existing use.

4, Avoidance of Undue Hardship:

To avoid urdue hardstp, nothirng in this Resolution shall be demed to requie a change
in the plans, construction, or designated use of any building on which amtaabiction
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was lawfullybegun prior to th effective di of adoption orraendment of this

Resolution and upon which actual building construction has been carried on diligently.
Actual construiton is herebylefined to includéhe placing of @enstruction matéals in
permanent position and fastened in a permanent manner. Where demolition or removal
of an existing building has been substantially begun prepatatogpuilding, such

demolition or removal shall be deemed to be actual construction, providing that work
shdl be caried out dilig ently.

Single Nonconforming Lots of Record:

In any district in which single familgwellings are permitted, a single family dwelling

and customary accessdnyildings may be erected on a single lot of recotbeaeffec-

tive date of adoption or amendment of this Resolution. This provision shall apply even
though such lot s to meet the redgements for ame or width, or boththat are gemally
applicable within the district, provided that yard dimensions and requirements other than
those applying to area or width, or both, of the lot shall conform to the regulatidhs for
district in which such lot is located. Variances of requirements of this Resolution other
than lot area or lot width shall be obtained only through action of the BoaahimigZ
Appeals as provided in Article IX. No portion of any lot shall belusesold in a

manner which diminishes compliance with lot width and area requirements established by
this Resolution.

Nonconforming Uses of Land:

Where, at the timef@doption of this Reolution, lawful use of land exist which auld
not be permitted bthis Resolution, theses may beontinued so longsathey remia
otherwise lawful, provided:

a. No such nonconfaning uses shall benlarged or icreased, norxéended, to
occupy more than ten (10) percent more of tha aféand that was occupied at
the effective date of the adoption or amendment of this Resolution;

b. No such nonconforming uses shall be moved in whole or in part to any portion of
the lot or parcel other than that occupied by such uses at tbévefiate of the
adoption or amendment of this Resolution;

C. If any nonconforming uses of lantealiscontinued or abandoned for more than
two (2) years, any subsegqueise of such land shall conform to the regulations
specified by this Resolution for the district in which such land is located;

d. No additional structure not conforming to the requirements of this Resolution
shall be erected in connection with such nonconforming use of land.

Nonconforming 8uctures:

Where a lawful strcture exists at theffective datef the adoption ormendment of this
Resolution that could not be built under the terms of this Resolution by reason of re-
strictions on area, lot coverage, heightdgaits location on the lot, bulk, or other
requirements ewerning the sticture, such stature may b continued so lonas it
remains otherweslawful, subjetcto the following povisions:

10. To the extent that this Resolution as amended has made any preexisting use of land which
was lawful at the time it was established a nonconforming use, the Board of Zoning
Appeals is hereby authorized to grant a variasde ¢he use of adjoining land insofar as
they determine it necessdoycarry out the long range development plans of the
nonconforming use owner and the failure to grant such a variancesult ireunusual
hardship and in accordance with the requirements of Article 1X of this Resolution.

SECTION 600.4 TEMPORARY FACILITIES

Outdoor adwertising shall be classfied as a bgines use ad shdl be permitted inall "B" and "I"
districts and on all lands used for agricultural purposes, subject to the regulations contained
herein:

1. A sign not krger than si (6) squae feet in areas permited in any distict, but nosign
shdl be located close to the streetthan the right-of-way.

2. A sign largetthan six (6) squarkeet shall be allwed in B & | Dstricts.

3. A sign larger than forty (40) squaeet shall be considered a structure and mounted on a
permanent foundation.

4. An outdoor advertising sign or billboard, other than those mentioned in paragraph one (1)
of this section, shall be deemed a structure and shall require a zoning certificate before
being erected, constructed or replaced.

5. No outdoor advertising sign, except those mentioned in paragraph one (1) of this section
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10.

shall be placed nearer any street or road thamihienum building setback line.

No outdoor advertising sign more than twelve (12) square feet in size shall be located
within one hundred fifty (150) feet of amgtersection unless affixed to a building and not
extending beynd or above the s@ more than thee(3) feet.

Any illuminated sign shall be so shaded as not to interfere with the vision of persons on
the highwayor to annoy eighbors.

No flashing lights or signs with moving parts shall be allowed.

The provisions of these regulations apply to those signs intended to eooeeynercial
message relating to the sale or lease of real or personal propaftgervices. Signs
intended to convey a noncommercial message of a politibgipus or philosophical
nature shall not béeemed to be prdiited or reguleed by theserovisions.

Signs and Postings not related to a Township Cemetery are prohibited frorpdmsand)
in a Townshp Cemdery.

SECTION 600.7 LANDFILL AND DUMPING OPERATIONS

The use of land for filling or dumping of earth, sand, gravel or wasteiaist@ot in connection
with general farming, agriculture, horticulture or landscapieities shall comply with the
provisions of all other Resolutions of the Township of Springfield relevant thereto.

SECTION 600.8  SCREENING DEVICES

1.

Fences are permitted within any R-Residential District subject to the following
conditions:

a. Fences shall not exceed six (6) feet in height measured from the surface of the
ground. Swimming pools shall be completely enclosea feynce of no less than
four (4) feet six§) inches in heigf.

b. All fences shall comply with the requirements of the Richland CounitdiBg
Code as it applies fence installatin and materialgut in no instance al a
fence contain barbed wire or electric current except as provided in Section 971.03
Revised Code.

said right-of-way lines at a distance alongreline of thirty (30) feet measured from their point

SECTION 600.12 INCONSISTENCIES

In the event any of the requirent® or regulatory provisions of this Resolution are found to be
inconsistent with amanother, the merestrictive ogreater reqeements shall besgmed in
each case to be applicable.

SECTION 600.13 CONDITIONAL ZONING PERMITS

711.31 of the Ohio Revised Code that are contiguous to one another, or some of which
are contiguous to one another and adjacent to one side of a dedicated public road, and the
balance of which are contiguous to one another and adjacent to the opposite side of the
same dedicateduplic road, agculture shall beegulated as flows:

a. For purpose of this resolution, no agriculture use shall be permitted on adrof trac
land of one (1) @e or less.

b. No animals, except household pets, shall be dept on any parcel greataregha
(1) acre and less than five (5) acres unless the building housing said animals is at
least fifty (50) feet from anipt line.

2. For any farm market located in argsidential, commercial or industrial zoned district
wherein less than fifty percent (50%) of theggr income received from market is derived
from produce raised on farms owned or operated bg#r&et operator in a normal crop
year, thenn such case thafm market shallanply with thos zoning requiraents
applicable to the district in which it is located in accordance with Section 519.21 of the
Ohio Revised Code.
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SECTION 700.2 PUBLIC UTILITIES

The zoning regulations shall not apply to public utilities except where express auth®hbieha
conferred by the Ohio Revised Code on the Board of Township Tsust&oard of Zoning
Appeals in which case the entire zoning resolution shall be applied where applicable.

1. This Zoning Resolution shall apply where authastgranted by the Ohio Revised Code
for Township Trustees or Board of Zoning Appeals with respect to any
telecommunications tower defined by O.R.C. 519.211 and is proposed to be located in an
area of the towship zoned for redential use. Whentalecommunicatius tower is
proposed to be lated in anyr@a zoned for sedential use it shizbe and is as a
conditional use. Telecommunication towers shall be permitted provided the Board of
Zoning Appeks determines thaach of the follving conditions hae been met:

a. For purpose of regulating such telecommunications towers in areas of the
township zoned for residential use, any proposed free-standing toweros e
erected to exceed sixty-four (64) feet in height. Forlathtowers, the
maximum height shall not top at a height greater than twelve (12) feet above the
building or other structure to which it is to be attached.

2. In the eventmexisting tower isatbe constructeadhanged, alted or enlargd, then it
shall be permittetly the Boat of Zoning Appals subject to theonditions of this
section and the provisions of Section 900.5 (5). In no event shall amyeshar
alteration be penitted that would dastantially hcrease the tasv's height.
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SECTION 700.3 RAILROAD RIGHTS-OF-WAY

For the purposes of this Resolution, railroad rights-of-way and oiltreadafacilities shall be
permitted as authized and regutad by Staterad Federal aws, it being thentent of this
subsection to exempt railroads from the application of this Resolution.

SECTION 700.4  PERMITTED HEIGHT EXCEPTIONS

The height limitations contained in Section 406, Schedule of Regulations, of this resolution do
not apply to spires, belfries, cupolas, antennas, rooftop wind turbines, solar pogratige
systems, water tanks, ventilators, chimneys, or offfgiréenances usually required to be placed
above the roof level and not intended for human occupamepewhere the height of such
structures will constitute a hazard to the safe landing and take-off of aircraft at an established
airport. Such exceptions shall not be erected at a height greater than twelvet(@2yve the
height limit established for the district in which the structure is located.

SECTION 700.5  VOTING PLACE

The provisions of ik Resolution shall idoe so construeddo interfere wh the temporaryse
of any property as a votirgace in connection with public election.

SECTION 700.6 = ACCESSWAYS

For the purpose of this Resolution, any walk, terrace or other patsaréacing providing
access to rear yards and/or accesstructures, and not in excess of ten (10) inches above the
finished grade, shall not be considered to be a structure, and shall be permittecquaeag
yard.

SECTION 700.7 PROJECTIONS INTO YARDS

Open, unenclosed, and uncovered porches or paved terracpsojeat/not more than ten (10)
feet within the mirmum front yad setback, but thishall not be interpted to includergpermit
fixed canopies.

SECTION 700.8 LOTS ADJOINING ALLEYS

In calculating the area of a lot that adjoins an afl@ythe purposes of applying lot area
requirements of this Resolution, one-half (%2) the width of such alley abutting the lot shall be
considered as paof such lot.

SECTION 700.9 CONSTRUCTION

Nothing in this Resolution shall be deemed to require any change in the plans, construction or

designated use of any building upon which actual construction whslabegun prior to the
adoption of this Resolution and upon which actual construction has been diligently carried on
and provided further that such building shall be completed within one (1ygeattfe date of
passage of this Resolution.

SECTION 700.10 YARD REGULATIONS

When yard regulations cannot reasondiaydetermined on lots of peculiar shape, topography or
due to architectural or site arrangement, such regulationbenaypdified as determined by the
Board of Zonig Appeals.

The Zoning Comnsision shall requira quorum of thre€3) of its memberat all of its meetirg
and a concurring vote of three members shall be necdesslfgct an order.

SECTION 800.3 MEETINGS
The Zoning Commission shall meet quarterly or at the call of its Chairman or the Vice @hairma
acting in the capacity of the chairman, orthoy call of two other members of the Zoning

Commission.

SECTION 800.4 POWERS AND DUTIES

1. The Zoning Commission shall act on all rezone requests to the Official Township Zoning
Map submitted to saidoning Commissioby the Townkip Clerk in confamance with
Article X of this Rsolution. The Zong Commission shatecommend appval,
disapproval or modification of the original request to the Township Trustees following
the procedures set forth in Article X of this Resolution.

2. The Zoning Commission shall review from time to time, any provision or provisions of

this Resolution and alhl recommend sincchanges as ie@ms necessaiy order to
promote the intent of this Resolution to the Township Trustees following the procedures

2. Within twenty @0) days dér the receiptfadhe applicationthe Zoningrnspector shall
iIssue a zoning permit if the application complies with the requirements of this Resolution
and the application is accompanied by a proper fee astedliceSection 800.8 below.
If such permit is refused for cause, the applicant shall be notified of sushlrefd
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cause within the twenty (20) dayrioel.
Each application shall clearly state that unless construction is started within oear(1) y

from the date of siance, or substaally compéted within two andne half (2Y2) gars,
the zoning permit shall be void.
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ARTICLE IX
BOARD OF ZONING APPEALS

for three (3) years, and one of the initial members shall be appaantedif (4) years, and one

of a member, the Township Trustees shall make the appointment for the duration of the
unexpired portion of the term of the member.

The Board of Zoning Appeals shall meet at the call of its chairman or two other membets, a
such other regular times as it may,Rgsolution, determine.

SECTION 900.4  WITNESSES

The Board of Zoning Appeals chairman or actingraman may administer oaths and compel the
attendance of witnesses in all matters coming within the review of this Resolution.

SECTION 900.5 POWERS AND DUTIES

3. To grant conditional zoning permits for the use of land, buildings, or other structures as
specifically provided for elsewhere in this Resolution.

4, The Board of @dning Appeals sil not have the posv to permit a useoh normally
permitted in a given zoning district except as otherwise permitted herein.

5. The Board of Zoning Appeals shall review the particular faadscacumstances of each
proposed conditimal use in terms ohé following stadards and shalinfd adequate
evidence showing that such use on the proposed location:

a. Will be harmonious wh and in accoraece with the gegral objectivesr with
any specific objective of this Resolution;

b. Will be designed, constructed, operated, and maintained so as to be harmonious
and appropriate in appearance with the existing or intended character of the
general vicinity and that such use will not change the essemdiaater of the

same area,;
C. Will not be hazardousr disturbing toasting or future eighboring use
d. Will not be detrimentao propertyin the immediate vinity or to thecommunity
as a whole;

SECTION 900.6 PROCEDURES

The Board of Trustees shall upon passage of such Resolutiont tethfy Zoning
Commission.

Upon such certification, adoption of such motion, or the filing of such application, the Zoning
Commission shall setdate for public hering thereopnnot less than twé&nnor morehan forty
days hence. Notice of such hearing shallibergby the Zoning Commission by one publication
in one or more newspapers of general circulation in the Township at least fiftedreftag the
date of sucthearing.

If the proposed amendment intends to rezone ten or less parcels of land, written notice of the
heaiing shall be mailed by the Zonng Commission, by first classmalil, at leasttwenty days

before the date of the public hearing, to all owners of propattyn and contiguous to, and
directly across the street from such area proposed &zbeed.

Within five days after the adoption of such motion, certification of such Resolution, or filing of
such applicatiorthe Township Zomig Commission shaltansmit a copyhereof, togier with

text and map pertaining thereto, to the Richland County Regional Planning Commission. The
Richland County Regional Planning Commission shall recommend the approval, denial, or
modification of the proposed amendment and shall submit such recommendation to the
Township Zoning Commission. Such recommendation shall be considered at the public hearing
held by the dning Commission on ¢hproposed amentent.

The Township Zoning Commission shall, within thirty days after suatiritge recommend the
approval, denial, or modification of the amendment, and submit such recommendation with the
application or Resolution, text and map pertaining thereto, and the recommendation of the
Richland Countyregional Plannin@ommission to the Bos of Township Tretees.

The Township Trustees, upon receipt of the recommendation, shall set a time for a public hearing
on the amendment, which shall be held not more than thirty dagséceipt of the

recommendation of the Zoning Commission. Notice of such public hearing shall be gthen by
Board of Trustees by one publication in one or more newspapgeneral circulation in the

Township, at least fifteen days before the date of susingeand a summary of the proposed
amendment.

Within twenty days after the hearjrthe Board shall either adopt, deny or mothiky Zoning
Commission's recommendation. In the event the Board denies or modifies the recommendation
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of the Zoning Commission, the unanimous vote of the Board shall be required.

Such amendment adopted by the Board of Trustees shall bedentwein thirty days after the

date of adoptionnless within thirtydays of adption, there is psented to the Trusts a

petition, signed by a number of qualified voters residing in the unincorgarada of the

Township equal to not less than eight percent of the total vote cast for all candidates for governor
in the Township in the last preceding general election at which a govermetegted,

requesting the Trustees to submit the amendment to the voters in the Township for approval or
rejection at the next primary or general election.

No amendment for which such a referendum vote has been requested shall be puttinto effec
unless a majority of those voting favors the amendment. Upon certificatibe Bpard of
Elections that theoters have appved the amendmg it shall take imndiate effect. A
applications for a zoning amendment shall include:

1. Evidence that the existing Zoning Resolution is unreasonable with respect to the
particular property, and it deprives the propesyer of his lawful and
reasonable use of the land. For the purposes of this Zoning Resolution, a
limitation upon theihancial gainfom the land in quésn shall not constite
unreasonale zoning.

2. Evidence that the proposed amendment would materialize in an equal or better
Zoning Resaltion thanthat exiging.

Whenever an amement is made to thext of the Zonindresolution, the apppriate
definitions petinent to such amendmaent shdl be included in Articl e II.

Any application for an amendment to this Zoning Resolution shall include a feeldisiesthby
the Trustees.

This fee shall notmply to anyamendment introded by the dwnship Trusteesrdhe Township
Zoning Commission.
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ARTICLE XI

REPEALER
SECTION 1100
The Zoning Resolution previously adoptedSpringfield Township, and all amendments, are
hereby repealed. The repeal of thevee Resolution and its amendments does not affect or

impair any act done, offense committed or right accruiability or penalty incurred prior to the
enactment of this Resolution.
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ARTICLE XII
INTERPRETATION

SECTION 1200

In the interpretation and application, the provisions of this Resolution shall be held to be the
minimum requirements adopted for the promotion of the public health, safety, comfort, conven-
ience or general welfare. It is not intendedhiy Resolution to repeal, abrogate, annul, or in any
way to impairor interfere wth any existingprovision, law or Replution, or with anyules,

regulations or permits previously adopted or issued or which shall be adopted or issued pursuant
to the law and regulations governing the use of buildings or premises; provided, however, tha
where this Resolution imposes greater restriction than is required by existing Resolution or by
rules, regulabns or permits; thprovisions of this Reolution shall conai.
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ARTICLE X111

VIOLATIONS AND PENALTIES

SECTION 1300 PUBLIC NUSANCE

Buildings erected, altered, moved, razed or converted, arsengf land or premises carried on
in violation of any provision of this Resolution are declared to be a nuisance per dauildny
ing or land use activities considered possible violations of the provisions of this Resolution,
which are observed by aipwnship Official, shall be reported to the Zoning Inspector.

SECTION 1300.1 INSPECTION

The Zoning Inspector shall inspect each alflegelation and shall in writing, order correction of
all conditions which are found to be in violation of this Resolution.

SECTION 1300.2 CORRECTION PERIOD

All violations shall be corrected within a period of ten (10) days after titiervorder is issued

or for a longer period of time as indicated by tloaidg Inspector in the written order. Any
violations not corrected within the specified period of time shall be reported to the Trustees who
shall initiate proscution, injunctia or other apprafate proceedigs.

SECTION 1300.3 PENALTIES

The owner or owners of any building or premises artpareof, where anything in violation of
this Resolution shalldoplaced or shadixist, any teant or occupantfeuch building opremises,
and any architect, builder or contractor who shall assist in the commissionsafcinyiolation,
and any peaons who shall viota any of therovisions of this Reolution or fail to omply
therewith shall, for each violation or non-compliance, be deemed gtidtynisdemeanor and
upon conviction be assessed the fine of not more than one hundred (100) dollars. Each day
violation or failure to comply shall exist, it shall constitute a separate offense.
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ARTICLE X1V
VALIDITY AND SEPARABILITY
SECTION 1400

It is herebydeclared to be ¢hlegislative irgnt of this Resolutiothat if anyprovisions of this
Resolution, or the application thereof to any zoned lot, building or other structure, or tract of
land, are dectad by a cort of competent jusdiction to be invi&d or ineffectiwve in whole or in
part, or to be inapplicable to any person, firm, corporation or situation, theafgerch decision
shall be limited to the provision or provisions which are expressly stated in the decision to be
invalid or ineffetive to the zoningot, building or dter structure,raract of land imradiately
involved in the comoversy. Al other provisions fothis Resolution shiacontinue to be gmrate
and fully efective, and thapplication of apsuch prowsion to other persis or situations sha

not be affected.
